The United Nations Security Council,

Recalling its resolution 1970 (2011) and all its subsequent resolutions on Libya,
Taking note of the basic principles of peacekeeping, including consent of the parties, impartiality, and non-use of force, except in self-defense and defense of the mandate, and recognizing that the mandate of each peacekeeping mission is specific to the need and situation of the country concerned,

Reaffirming its strong commitment to the sovereignty, independence, territorial integrity and national unity of Libya,

Deeply concerned about the rapid and continuous rise of terrorist groups in various regions of the Middle East, such as Yemen, Syria, Iraq, and Iran, and Libya immediately threatening civilians and member states,

Encouraging UNSMIL to continue to prioritize its tasks and mediation efforts in full consultation with the Presidency Council and other Libyan institutions and in response to its needs and the evolving situation in the country,

Reiterating its support for the full implementation of the Libyan Political Agreement (LPA) of Skhirat, Morocco signed on 17 December 2015 to form a GNA consisting of the Presidency Council and Cabinet supported by the other institutions of state including the House of Representatives and State Council

Taking under consideration the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS)

Acting under Chapter VII of the Security Council 
1. Declares that the Government of National Accord (GNA) should be reformed for the duration og the first six months before National Voting Day;  

a) Requests for the resignation of President Serraj;

b) Approves the participation and endorsement of House of Representatives (HoR), especially of General Khalifa Haftar;

c) Calls upon all members of the United Nations to lift the arms embargo which refers to the House of Representatives;

d) Deploys a group of technocrats that will bring effective results which will end the civil war and “reconstruct” Libya.

2. Endorses the creation of a platform for political dialogue between the Government of National Accord (GNA) and the House of Representatives (HoR), under the supervision of the United Nations Support Mission in Libya (UNSMIL) and high commissioner diplomats until the democratic elections on National Voting Day determine the official form of the Libyan Government; 

3. Concerning the aforementioned, the Council establishes a National Voting Day, in which democratic, transparent, and legal elections are going to take place, under United Nations supervision, within a period of six (6) months, with the aim of democratically electing the personnel of the Government of Libya, and decides that all countries ought to recognize the elected Government as the official representatives of Libya;
4. Decides to deploy a traditional peacekeeping mission in Libya for duration of two (2) years with the possibility of extension after the new political agreement and the democratic elections, whose mandate shall be the following:

a. Stabilization of key population centers and support for the reestablishment of Libya’s authority throughout the country; 

i.          Support of the authorities of Libya to deter threats and take active steps to prevent the return of militias and terrorist groups;

ii. Support national and international efforts towards rebuilding the Libyan security sector (e.g. police, army) and ensuring the rule of law.

b. Financial aid; 

i. for health care including medical supplies and treatment, 

ii. for energy, while increasing the current oil production and prohibiting the use of chemical weapons, 

iii. for education, salaries and 

iv. rebuilding the country’s infrastruction 

5. Suggests that this Government must be recognized by all member-states and should be facilitated by all means, such as but not limited to:

a. Providing with financial aid the new, democratically-elected government of Libya, through economic transactions and trade agreements in order to;

i. boost the economy,

ii. decrease unemployment,

iii. rebuild vital infrastructure, such as children’s, general hospitals and schools,

6. Calls upon Non-Governmental organizations to offer any necessary help to further ameliorate the situation;

7. Authorizes the creation of a maritime safe zone extending from the western to the eastern borders of Libya, in order to control the flow of refugees and immigrants from Libya, accentuating that:

1. The safe zone will be created on international waters, with respect to Libya’s Exclusive fishing zone as designated by the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS) and taking into consideration the following;

i. The maritime force deployed will consist of the common army of the member states, and it will not have any authorization of armed engagement of any kind,

ii. The maritime force will work only as a measure of control and it will by no means harm civilians while respecting their fundamental rights,

iii. The ships will be obliged to rescue any immigrant or refugee they encounter, transporting them to the nearest member state, in specifically designated neutral vetting zones,

1. Providing humanitarian aid under the supervision of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights in Libya by ensuring the safe transport of expertized medical personnel while in the same time providing volunteers to assist in the provision of the aforementioned aid,

1. Sending expertized personnel to demilitarize unstable zones in Libya (defusal of mines and bombs);

8. Decides that all foreign troops must leave Libyan territory after the elected Government of Libya fully establishes its authority with the support of the Council,

9. Requests all member states to cut funding on any terrorist group, and/or cease any form of advocacy for groups such as ammunition or arms’ provision, information sharing, and/or any other form of sustenance, being in accordance with international framework;
10. Decides that a peacekeeping mission in Libya may only take place if:

a. The mission has the approval of the new, democratically-elected Government,

b. No improvement has been noted within a year of the assumption of duties by the new government as far as the following categories are concerned:

1. Violations of human rights of the Libyan people,

1. The rule of law and violations of it within Libya,

1. Transparency within the government,

1. Solidarity of the new government,

1. Overall good relations with the United Nations and with UN member states;

11. Reconsiders the measures established through resolutions 1970 and 1973 of 2011 of the United Nations Security Council, and hereby decides to abolish them:

a. the freezing of funds of the Libyan government,

b. travel bans against the citizens of Libya simply because of their nationality, except in cases where the country of the incoming flight feels rightfully threatened by the presence of ISIS in their territory. 

c. sanctions economical or diplomatic,

d. arms embargoes towards the official, democratically-elected Libyan Government;

12. Calls upon UNSMIL and the General Assembly to provide the UN Security Council with reports on the humanitarian and political situation in Libya every 2 months;

13.  Authorizes the use of all necessary means, including the use of force, if a terrorist intervention occurs (eg an ISIS attack, coup attempts and attacks from other militias) and capture of any Libyan city.
14. Requests the Secretary-General to continue to report to the Security Council on the implementation of this resolution at least every 60 days; 

15. Promotes as a part of the reconstruction of Libya the use of green energy (photovoltaics, wind and wave energy ext. in order for the country to implement the sustainable development goals in two (2) years after having achieved stability in the area;
16. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
