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The Social and Humanitarian Committee, 


Recognizing that the protection of children constitutes a fundamental human right, 


Recognizing that human trafficking violates fundamental   human rights such us life, liberty and security, 


Aiming to strengthen the protective legislative and administrative framework against human trafficking, 


Taking into consideration the quick growth of human trafficking as an international criminal business, 


Recalling the 2000 Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, especially women and children, 


Fully alarmed by the close connection between human and illegal drug trafficking on a worldwide scale, 

Concerned about the use of new information technologies, including the internet for the purpose of sexual exploitation such as pedophilia, sex tourism, child pornography and any other form of sexual exploitation
1. Encourages all Member States to enhance their legal systems’ capacities regarding effective prosecution of human traffickers and victims’ protection; 

2. Reaffirms that all parties involved, such as Non- Governmental Organizations (NGOs), doctors, psychologists, social workers, businesses and the media cooperate towards the elimination of trafficking; 

3. Further invites Member States to support victims socially, medically, psychologically and financially; 

4. Further urges states to ensure that victims are provided with information in a language they understand, regarding their legal rights and facilitate their access to assistance in order to successfully present their cases against offenders;
5. Proposes the creation of domestic and international systems that will contain information on victims, response practices, areas of concern, criminal networks and offenders; 

6. Suggests the establishment of human trafficking awareness campaigns in all countries;

7. Stresses the need for the proper reintegration of victims in society based on individual rehabilitation plans; 

8. Calls for stricter penalties for people economically benefiting from human trafficking accumulatively with any other form of personal rights violation;

9. Emphasizes the importance of creating and maintaining specific programs regarding the protection of human trafficking victims under 18 and especially unaccompanied minors; 

10. Calls upon additional funding for international organizations aiming to combat international human trafficking; 

11. Further calls upon more thorough and holistic education and training of the army, the police and other government officials; 

12. Invites Member States to provide countries that are facing war with more funding for securing the protection of human rights; 
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
